Saguenay is a city in the Saguenay-Lac-Saint-Jean region of Quebec, Canada, on the
Saguenay River, about 200 kilometres north of Quebec City by overland route. It was
formed in 2002 by merging the cities of Chicoutimi and Jonquiére and annexing smaller
jurisdictions. The city of Saguenay constitutes a territory equivalent to a regional county
municipality. The city is divided into three boroughs: Chicoutimi as well as Laterriéere and
Tremblay township. Saguenay is located in a depression in the Canadian shield called the
Saguenay Graben, which has a somewhat more temperate climate than the surrounding
region. This has encouraged agriculture and human settlement to take place. The relatively
small and concentrated Lac St-Jean area where the city is located can be described as
an isolated “oasis” in the middle of the vast remote wilderness of Northern Quebec. Few
roads connect with the area from the south and east, and only one road connects from the
northwest. No roads go north from the area into the wilderness; the last roads to the north
end just a short distance from the city, and still within the Lac St-Jean area.
